Serier har en enorm
attraktionskraft. Ett
stort textsjok kan verka
ointagligt och trist for
en morgontrott elev,
medan fargglada bilder
och roliga figurer har
en mycket storre formaga att locka intresse och sldnga in ldsaren

i historien. Vil dér finns ju dnda texten och dialogen, men den ar
helt enkelt paketerad i en roligare form.

Jag ljuger
och hittar pa mer 4n man kan tro, men mina idéer kommer alltid
ur nagot jag last, pratat om eller sett pa stan. Zelda ar en idealist
vars vackra visioner oftast krockar med verkligheten och hon har
hoga ambitioner vad géller karridren, men ér lite for lat for att orka
genomfora dem. Hon dr ocksa en tvittakta attiotalist som maste
dokumentera hela sitt liv pa myspace, facebook, pa bloggen och
youtube. Syns man inte sa finns man inte. Som brukligt ar seriefi-
guren ett hopkok av sin skapares simre sidor, haha.

Den hér unga, blonda och tandstéllningsprydda Zelda som
lever rovare i Booster &r helt enkelt en tondrsvariant av min lite
aldre, svartharigare och mer feministiska hjaltinna som jag ritar
till vardags.
